Twen%eth Sunday a.er Pentecost, Tone 3; the Holy Martyrs Sergius and Bacchus (293-305)

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 

In Alberta, the yearly celebra%on of Catholic 
Educa%on Sunday is an opportunity for Catholic 
schools and our faith communi%es to promote 
their important and dis%nc%ve mission.  

In keeping with the theme for this year’s Synod of 
Bishops: Young People, the Faith and Voca3onal 
Discernment, the theme for this Catholic 
Educa%on Sunday is Rejoice and Be Glad.  Our 
theme is further inspired by Pope Francis’ 
Apostolic Exhorta%on and the call to holiness. It 
highlights the important role that our schools play 
in nurturing the call to holiness for our children 
and youth. Our schools also help students know 
Christ through religious educa%on, prayer, and a 
safe, caring school community that encourages 
them to discern their voca%ons. Pope Francis 
reminds young people that Jesus looks to them 
and invites them to journey with him. They are 
urged to be open to God’s plan in becoming joyful 
disciples.  

Catholic Schools, along with the family and the 
parish community, support our young people in 
their journey of faith. Teachers, students, parents 
and priests together are witnesses to, and agents 
of, the Good News proclaimed by Jesus Christ. This 
faith witness is described in the apostolic 
exhorta%on as the “saints next door”. It reminds us 
that in every circumstance there are people of 
faith who inspire us to respond openly to the love 
of God and to serve Him generously. Sustained by 
such a bold vision, Catholic Schools encourage 
students to grow in their faith, to live its principles 
and to act in ways that make a posi%ve difference 
in their local communi%es and the global 
community.    

The universal call to holiness has par%cular 
importance in the life of a Catholic School. Catholic 
educa%on invites students to respond to the 
personal call of Jesus to embark on a journey of 
holiness. They are encouraged to grow in the 
knowledge of how God is ac%ve and present in 

their lives. They are called to enter into a living 
rela%onship with God.   

Catholic schools put Christ, the witness of faith, 
and the teachings of the Catholic Church at the 
centre of the educa%onal enterprise. By placing 
Christ at the centre of all they are and all they do, 
Catholic schools make sure that a student’s 
journey into adulthood is also a journey of faith. A 
journey which recognizes that true knowledge, 
learning, jus%ce, peace and human freedom are a 
response of love to the God who is Love.  

We know that life is not without its challenges and 
tempta%ons, which can distract our children and 
youth from responding to the call to holiness. 
“Rejoice and be glad, for your reward is great in 
heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the 
prophets who were before you.” (Mt. 5:12).  This 
scripture quote, which roots the apostolic 
exhorta%on, recognizes that there will be many 
challenges in the quest for holiness. However, 
these challenges are not met with fear. They are 
met with courage and an assured confidence of 
the abiding presence of God. It is this confidence 
rooted in Chris%an hope that guides our Catholic 
Schools to ins%l and nourish, through many 
learning experiences, the belief that each child is 
created in the image of God and with God, all 
things are possible. 

We, the Alberta and NWT Bishops, are grateful for 
parents who entrust their children to our Catholic 
School system and for parishes that minister to 
them. On Catholic Educa%on Sunday, we express 
our apprecia%on for the administra%ve, 
professional, pastoral and support staff, who are 
dedicated to the noble task of assis%ng children 
and youth to follow the call to greater holiness. 
They help students grow in the assured belief that 
God journeys with them. 

May God bless you and con%nue to sustain your 
faith-filled mission with His grace.

Pastoral Message for Catholic Education Sunday  
from the Alberta-NWT Catholic Bishops



The Martyrs Sergius and Bacchus in Syria were appointed to high posi%ons in the 
army by the emperor Maximian (284-305), who did not know that they were 
Chris%ans. Envious people informed Maximian that his two trusted counsellors did 
not honour the pagan gods. This was considered to be a crime against the state. 

The emperor, wan%ng to convince himself of the truth of the accusa%on, ordered 
Sergius and Bacchus to offer sacrifice to the idols, but they replied that they 
honoured the One God and worshiped only Him. 

Maximian commanded that the martyrs be stripped of the insignia of military rank 
(their belts, gold pendants, and rings), and then dressed them in feminine clothing. 
They were led through the city with an iron chains around their necks, and the 
people mocked them. Then he summoned Sergius and Bacchus to him again and in a 
friendly manner advised them not to be swayed by Chris%an fables, but to return to 
the Roman gods. The saints refuted the emperor’s words, and demonstrated the folly 
of worshiping the pagan gods. 

The emperor commanded that they be sent to the governor of the eastern part of 
Syria, An%ochus, a fierce hater of Chris%ans. An%ochus had received his posi%on with 
the help of Sergius and Bacchus. “My fathers and benefactors!” he said. “Have pity on 
yourselves, and also on me. I do not want to condemn my benefactors to cruel 
tortures.” The holy martyrs replied, “For us life is Christ, and to die is gain.” The 
enraged An%ochus ordered Bacchus to be mercilessly beaten, and the holy martyr 
surrendered his soul to the Lord. They shod Sergius with iron sandals with nails in 
their soles and sent him to another city, where he was beheaded with the sword.

Working Together For Safer Environments Protocol 
In order to make our parish as safe and secure as possible, ALL parish volunteers are asked to fill out a “Working Together For Safer 
Environments - Volunteer Informa%on Form”.  Filling out this form will help us keep current records of who is working in our parish and in 
what capacity.  You can get this form from Fr. Bo.  If you are working with "Vulnerable Peoples” such as Children, Teens, Disabled or Seniors, 
or if you have a key to the building, or if you are handling moneys, then you will also be asked to fill out a “High Risk” form, and you will be 
asked to aiend a Volunteer Training Session, and to provide the pastor with a Police Informa%on Check (PIC) with Vulnerable Sector.  A leier 
will be provided for you iden%fying you as a volunteer within the church, so that the Police Checks can be done for only $15 which the parish 
will refund you upon receipt of the check.  All informa%on will be kept in the strictest of confidence with only the parish pastor looking at the 
PIC.  The files will be kept in sealed envelopes in a locked filing cabinet. 

The next two Volunteer Training Sessions will be held here in Edmonton on Sunday, October 14th at Holy Eucharist Parish at noon, and on 
Tuesday, October 23 at Holy Cross Parish at 7pm.  For more informa%on please call the Eparchial Pastoral Centre.

For I want you to know, brothers and sisters, that the gospel that 
was proclaimed by me is not of human origin; for I did not receive 
it from a human source, nor was I taught it, but I received it 
through a revela%on of Jesus Christ.

Then a.er three years I did go up to Jerusalem to visit Cephas and 
stayed with him fi.een days; but I did not see any other apostle 
except James the Lord’s brother.
