Saints of the Day for Sunday, Dec. 30: (texts from the OCA website)

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Sunday after the Nativity: Commemoration of the Holy Righteous David the
King, Joseph the Betrothed, and James the Brother of the Lord

The Holy Prophet-King David, Saint Joseph the Betrothed, and Saint James the Brother of the Lord are

commemorated on the Sunday after the Nativity. If there is no Sunday between December 25 and January
1, their commemoration is moved to December 26.

At an early date, some churches in the East began to commemorate certain important figures of the New
Testament at the time of Theophany, and later during the Nativity season. In Syria, for example, Saint
Stephen (December 27), Saints James (April 30) and John (September 26), and Saints Peter and Paul (June
29) were commemorated near the end of December.

In Jerusalem, the saints mentioned above were combined with a feast that the Jews of Hebron celebrated
on December 25 or 26 in honour of the Old Testament Patriarch Jacob. Later on, the Christians substituted

Saint James (October 23) for Jacob, and then the commemoration of the Brother of the Lord became
associated with his ancestor King David. In time, Saint Joseph was linked with Saints David and James.

Epistle Galatians Ell-I9

For | want you to know, brothers and sisters, that the gospel that
was proclaimed by me is not of human origin; for | did not
receive it from a human source, nor was | taught it, but |
received it through a revelation of Jesus Christ.

You have heard, no doubt, of my earlier life in Judaism. | was
violently persecuting the church of God and was trying to
destroy it. | advanced in Judaism beyond many among my people
of the same age, for | was far more zealous for the traditions of
my ancestors. But when God, who had set me apart before | was
born and called me through his grace, was pleased to reveal his
Son to me, so that | might proclaim him among the Gentiles, | did
not confer with any human being, nor did | go up to Jerusalem to
those who were already apostles before me, but | went away at
once into Arabia, and afterwards | returned to Damascus.

Now after they had left, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph
in a dream and said, “Get up, take the child and his mother, and
flee to Egypt, and remain there until | tell you; for Herod is about
to search for the child, to destroy him.”

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When Herod saw that he had been tricked by the wise men, he
was infuriated, and he sent and killed all the children in and
around Bethlehem who were two years old or under, according
to the time that he had learned from the wise men. Then was
fulfilled what had been spoken through the prophet Jeremiah:

“A voice was heard in Ramah,
wailing and loud lamentation,
Rachel weeping for her children;
she refused to be consoled, because they are no more.”

When Herod died, an angel of the Lord suddenly appeared in a
dream to Joseph in Egypt and said, “Get up, take the child and
his mother, and go to the land of Israel, for those who were
seeking the child’s life are dead.” Then Joseph got up, took the
child and his mother, and went to the land of Israel. But when he
heard that Archelaus was ruling over Judea in place of his father
Herod, he was afraid to go there. And after being warned in a
dream, he went away to the district of Galilee. There he made
his home in a town called Nazareth, so that what had been
spoken through the prophets might be fulfilled, “He will be
called a Nazorean.”
