Scripture
often portrays the effect of salvation in these terms. Our
justification that takes place in Baptism, transfers us from
the fallen family of Adam to the glorious family of God.

4 we have redemption: Believers have been rescued from
the slavery of sin and the debt of guilt by the ransom price
of Christ’s blood.

5 He is the image: Christ makes visible the life and love of the
invisible God. His humanity is thus the sacrament that brings
the Father into view. Although man was created in God’s
image, something more is said of Christ, who is that image in
the most perfect sense. Christ is the image because He is of
one substance with the Father. He comes from the Father,
and not the Father from Him, since the nature of an image is
to copy the original and to be named after it (St. Gregory of
Nazianzen, Oration 30).

6 the first-born: The term for an eldest child, with emphasis
on his legal right of inheritance (Deut. 21:15-19). Since Christ

created, in heaven and on earth, visible and
invisible, whether thrones or dominions or
principalities or authorities” — all things were
created through Him and for Him. He is
before all things, and in Him all things hold
together. He is the head® of the Body, the
Church; He is the beginning, the first-born of
the dead?, that in everything He might be pre-
eminent.

Paul’s point is not that Jesus is the
noblest part of creation, but that Jesus has the filial right to
possess all of creation as His inheritance. He is the first-born,
not the first-created, that we may believe He is begotten in
virtue of His nature and first in virtue of His eternity.

7 Thrones... dominions... principalities... authorities: Names
for various classes of bodiless powers. No distinction is made
here between blessed spirits and demonic spirits, since
Paul’s point is that Christ reigns over the entire host of
benevolent and malevolent spirits.

8 He is the head: Points to Christ’s union with the Church,
who as head directs and oversees the activities of His
members. Paul’s analogy can likewise stress that the head
and body share the same life and that each member of the
body is assigned a particular task for the good of the whole.
9 first-born from the dead: Christ was the first to be raised
immortal from the grave. This mystery of faith is reproduced
in the lives of believers as their souls resurrected in grace
through the sacraments and their bodies are raised in glory
on the last day.

10 stood at a distance: Because lepers were unclean, they
were excluded from the Temple and ostracized from Israelite
society. Only when they recovered, and passed Levitical
inspection, could they be reinstated.



Master, have mercy on us.” When He saw
them, He said to them, “God and show
yourselves to the priests.” And as they went,
they were cleansed. Then one of them, when
he saw that he was healed, turned back,
praising God with a loud voice; and he fell on
his face at Jesus’ feet, giving him thanks. Now
he was a Samaritan. Then Jesus said, “Were
not ten cleansed? Where are the nine? Was
no one found to return and give praise to God
except this foreigner'?” And He said to him,
“Rise and go your way; your faith has made
you well.”

ORTHODOX CHRISTIANS
CELEBRATE ST. NICHOLAS

Orthodox Christians celebrate the memory
of Saint Nicholas on December 6, and for the
sake of our children, on the nearest Sunday.
He is a saint so beloved that he is the basis for
the figure of Santa Claus. Living in the fourth
century in what is now Turkey, St. Nicholas
had a sizeable inheritance from his family,
which he gave away in secret to the poor.

He is particularly well known for throwing
bags of gold through the open window of a
poor man’s home in order to save his
daughters from being sold into the slavery of
prostitution. That is the origin of the
expectation that St. Nick will bring gifts at
Christmas.

Though he had wanted to live in seclusion
as a monk, the Lord told him that he was to
minister among the people, which he did after
being miraculously identified as the new



Archbishop of Myra. By his prayers, ships
were saved, sailors were rescued from
drowning, a famine was adverted, and
innocent people escaped execution. His zeal
for the faith was shown when he struck the
heretic Arius, who denied Christ’s full
divinity, at the Council of Nicaea, for which
he was briefly jailed and stripped of his
position as bishop. But several fathers of the
council had the same dream that night in
which they saw the Lord and the Theotokos
(the Virgin Mary) restoring Nicholas as a
bishop. He was released and restored to his
ministry the next day.

Orthodox theologian Father Thomas
Hopko wrote that St. Nicholas is not known
for anything particularly extraordinary in and
of itself. He was simply a man of prayer and
generosity who taught the truth and opposed
error as best he could. But in his ordinariness,
he became extraordinary in simple goodness.
He became a living witness to the healing and
fulfillment of the human being that Jesus
Christ has made possible for each and every
one of us. His calling was that of a monk who
became a bishop, but the signs of his virtuous
character are applicable to everyone. Perhaps
that is why he is remembered and loved to this
day, even by those who know very little of the
true story of his life.

It is unlikely that any of us will ever be as
famous as St. Nicholas. It is God’s will,
however, that everyone of us live as holy a life
as he did by following his example of being
faithful to Jesus Christ in the ordinary details
of our lives. He never sought to do anything
other than what all Christians are called to do
in one way or another. Most of us are called to
go about our humble lives from one day to the
next, doing what we know we should do in

order to participate more fully in the healing
that Christ intends for our souls. In other
words, our daily task is to live as those who
are loosed from bondage to our sins, who are
healed from our infirmities.

When the feast of Christmas begins on
December 25, we will celebrate that the Son
of God has become one of us, uniting
humanity to divinity in Himself. In Him, we
may fulfill our original vocation as those
created in God’s image and likeness. By the
healing energies of His grace, we may become
participants in the divine nature, shining with
the light of the heavenly Kingdom even in our
world with all its darkness. During the season
of Advent, orthodox Christians look to St.
Nicholas as a brilliant example of what it
means to welcome the Savior into our lives at
Christmas.

OUR LADY OF GUADALUPE
FEAST DAY: DEC. 12

Renowned for its reverence for ancient tradition,
the Byzantine or Greek-Catholic Church is
rather unhurried to add new feasts to its
liturgical calendar. While Our Lady of
Guadalupe has been on the Greek-Catholic
calendar in North America since 1999, many
Greek-Catholics still are unaware that this feast,
largely perceived as a devotion of Latin-
American Roman Catholics, also is theirs to
celebrate. Mary appeared to St. Juan Diego at
dawn December 9, 1531, on Tepeyac Hill, in
what is now northern Mexico City. She
appeared to Juan Diego twice more, and the last
time, on Dec. 12, filled his "tilma," or cloak,
with roses. When he emptied his cloak of the
roses, he found that it bore her image. The cloak



is enshrined in the Basilica of Our Lady of
Guadalupe in Mexico City. St. Mary Parish in
Whiting, Indiana, has taken the lead in the
Eparchy of Parma in promoting this Marian
devotion. The parish commissioned a mural of
Our Lady of Guadalupe last year. The story that
led to the feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe being
added to the Greek-Catholic (Byzantine
Catholic) calendar is one of an American
archbishop's awakening to the need for the
Greek-Catholic Church to be engaged in the
evangelizing mission of the church in North
America. During a pastoral visit to Mexico in
January 1999, St. John Paul 1l named Our Lady
of Guadalupe as the patroness of the Americas,
and declared that Dec. 12 would be celebrated
as the feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe in all the
dioceses of the Americas. Also, in this context,
St. John Paul declared her the patroness of the
new evangelization, calling the church in the
Americas to a deeper commitment to
proclaiming the Gospel and to the conversion of
6 nonbelievers. Archbishop Judson Procyk of
Pittsburgh, then head of the Byzantine Catholic
Church in the United States, traveled to Mexico
for the pope's visit and attended the papal Mass
at the Basilica of Our Lady of Guadalupe. One
of the archbishop's theological advisers later
recounted that, upon Procyk's return from
Mexico, he excitedly remarked, “The
Guadalupana is ours.” He added her feast day to
the Byzantine Catholic calendar by circulating
the related decree sent to all the bishops from
the Congregation for Divine Worship. Procyk
reportedly encountered something strangely
familiar in Mexico City in the image on the
tilma: In the mother of Americas, he found the
mother of all Greek-Catholics. The mother of
God appearing to St. Juan Diego has much in
common with the Byzantine tradition of a
miraculous icon that comes to the lowly, such as
the Icon Not Made by Human Hands — an icon

of Christ — and the icon of Our Lady of
Mariapoch. In appearing as Our Lady of
Guadalupe, Mary is with child — represented
by her belt worn high on her abdomen. It is the
only recognized Marian apparition in which she
is pregnant. The detail is particularly significant
in the Byzantine tradition, which emphasizes
Mary’s maternity as Theotokos, a term which
means “she who bore God.” As devotions go
hand-in-hand with liturgical expression in the
Christian East, Fr. Maximos Davies of Holy
Resurrection Monastery in St. Nazianz,
Wisconsin, wrote a Byzantine Catholic office
for Our Lady of Guadalupe, which draws
heavily on Byzantine tradition to cast a new
light on the miracle of Guadalupe. For instance,
one of the hymns in the “aposticha,” or set of
hymns, for the feast takes up the traditional
vespers reading for the mother of God, in
Chapter 9, verses 1-11, of Proverbs, that depicts
Mary as Lady Wisdom, calling all people to
feast on her Son at the eucharistic liturgy. At the
same time, the office honors the particular
message of hope that the mother of God conveys
specifically to the people of the Americas:
"Know all my smallest and most humble
children that I am the Virgin who gave birth to
God, The Word through whom everything has
the breath of life! He has given you to me as
your mother, all you peoples of the Americas; |
will hear all your weeping and your complaints;
I will heal all your sorrows, hardships and
sufferings. Repent and believe in the Gospel!
And together we will worship the Lord and
lover of mankind!” Greek-Catholics in North
America, who have adopted this feast and
include this devotion in their common life of
prayer, can contemplate a timely question: How
does this miraculous icon of Our Lady of
Guadalupe call us to engage in the new
evangelization on this continent?

The episcopal ordination of Fr. Michael
Smolinski and his enthronement as the ruling
bishop of the Saskatoon Eparchy of the
UGCC will take place on January 19-21, 2024
in Saskatoon, Saskatchewan (Canada). The
service will be led by the Father and Head of
the UGCC, His Beatitude Sviatoslav.

Metropolitan ~ Lawrence  Huculak  of
Winnipeg, the current apostolic administrator
of the vacant see of the Saskatoon Eparchy,
and Bishop Bryan Bayda of Toronto, the
previous ruling bishop of the eparchy, will be
the concelebrants.

The rite of the episcopal naming and the Great
Vespers, led by Bishop-nominee Michael,
will begin on Friday, January 19, at 6:30 pm
at the Church of the Dormition of the Blessed
Virgin Mary in Saskatoon.

The hierarchical Divine Liturgy with the
episcopal ordination of Fr. Michael will be
held on Saturday, January 20, at 10:00 am in
the Church of Saints Peter and Paul, where the

future bishop served as a parish priest for eight
years.

His Beatitude Sviatoslav will perform the
enthronement/installation of the sixth bishop
of the Saskatoon Eparchy during the Liturgy
at St. George’s Cathedral on Sunday, January
21, at 10:00 am.

We ask you to accompany Fr. Michael with
prayer as he prepares to be ordained as a
bishop and begin his new ministry in the
Church.

Ruling Bishop Appointed for Saskatoon
Eparchy in Canada

On November 30, 2023, the Vatican
announced that His Holiness Pope Francis,
having blessed the decision of the Synod of
Bishops of the UGCC, appointed the Most
Reverend Father Michael Smolinski, formerly
the Provincial Superior of the Congregation of
the Most Holy Redeemer in Canada, as the
ruling bishop of the Saskatoon Eparchy of the
UGCC in Canada.

Biographical note

The nominee Bishop Michael Smolinski was
born on September 10, 1972 in Saskatoon,
Canada.

He entered the Congregation of the Most Holy
Redeemer (Redemptorists) on September 1,
1997, and took perpetual vows on August 15,
2002. He studied at the University of
Saskatchewan, where he received a
Bachelor’s Degree in education, and earned a
master’s of divinity from the faculty of
theology at St. Michael’s College in Toronto.
He also completed a course in Eastern
Christian Studies at the Metropolitan Andrey



Sheptytsky Institute at St. Paul
University in Ottawa.

He was ordained a priest on July 5,
2003, at the Church of the Holy &
Apostles  Peter and Paul in §g8
Saskatoon by the then Bishop of the
Saskatoon  Eparchy, Michael
Wiwchar. He served in the
following  church ministries:
associate pastor of St. Joseph Parish
in Winnipeg (2003-05), Director of
The Welcome Home inner-city
ministry (2005-2015) in Winnipeg;
extraordinary member of the
Provincial Council of
Redemptorists (since 2008); pastor of the
Holy Apostles Peter and Paul in Saskatoon
(2015-2019) and associate pastor of Saints
Peter and Paul (2019-22). Since January 17,
2023, he has been the provincial superior of
the Redemptorist Congregation in Canada.

“December 6 is a special occasion to
show respect to the national army” —
Head of the UGCC on the 94th week of
war

All sorts of attempts by politicians and
diplomats, whether in Ukraine or abroad,
who, sitting in warm offices, reflect on how
the Ukrainian army should fight now, resonate
with pain in the hearts of Ukrainians. It
becomes even more painful when they turn
the people’s suffering into a subject of
bargaining, diplomatic, political, and even
economic. His Beatitude Sviatoslav, the
Father and Head of the Ukrainian Greek
Catholic Church, said this in a traditional
military video message on the 94th week of

9

the great war that the Russian invaders
brought to peaceful Ukrainian land.

“Given this manipulation of the true
patriotism of the soldiers who give their lives
for their homeland, today we say no to all
those who want to profit from the war. And
we urge you to support the Ukrainian army
together,” said the Primate.

The Head of the UGCC noted that the
intensity of hostilities along the entire front
line is not ceasing. The enemy attempts to
destroy our cities and villages. He is targeting
civilians.

“This week, we were shocked by the news
of a large number of missiles hitting the small
town of Pokrovsk in the Donetsk region.
Entire families were pulled out of the rubble.
A six-month-old infant was miraculously
saved: the father carried the bleeding child in
his arms,” said the Head of the Church with
deep concern.

His Beatitude Sviatoslav noted that this
week, we had a special event in the central hall
of the National Holodomor Victims Memorial
in Kyiv. In accordance with the committee’s
decisions to honor the memory of the blessed



martyr Omelian Kovch, we presented the
awards of this righteous man of our Church
and our people to special honorees. Among
them are the Polish people, not politicians or
authorities, but ordinary people who opened
their hearts and homes and gave the last dime
from their pockets to support their brothers
and sisters in Ukraine.

“We honored military chaplains from
different Churches,” said the spiritual leader.
“Even from different religions, who today
fulfill the mission of Father Omelyan Kovch.
This martyr was once a chaplain of the
Ukrainian Galician Army. He remained
human even in a concentration camp, where
he saw God in the midst of Nazi terror. Our
military chaplains act in the same way in the
midst of the fiery war. We are grateful to God
for their support of the Ukrainian army.”

He also pointed out that this week, on
December 6, Ukraine will celebrate the Day
of the Ukrainian Army: “This is a special
occasion to show respect to the nation’s army,
which protects our future at the cost of their
own blood and lives. We only live because
someone gave their life for us.”

On December 6, we will also celebrate the
day of St. Nicholas, the Wonderworker of
Myra and Lycia. “This saint embodies God’s
true, active love for our children, youth, and
elderly. Let us do at least one good deed
together on this day to support, inspire, and
save someone who is having a hard time
today. May St. Nicholas visit our children,
orphans, and prisoners again. May he visit our
soldiers, who will pray to him on the front line
this evening, with the light of hope that good
always wins,” added His Beatitude
Sviatoslav.
