Verse: Unto You | will cry, O Lord, my God, lest

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Epistle (Acts 6:1-7)
A reading from the Acts of the holy Apostles.

In those days, when the disciples were
increasing in  number, the Hellenists
complained against the Hebrews because
their widows were being neglected in the
daily distribution of food. And the twelve
called together the whole community of the
disciples and said, “It is not right that we
should neglect the word of God in order to
wait on tables. Therefore, friends, select from
among vyourselves seven men of good
standing, full of the Spirit and of wisdom,
whom we may appoint to this task, while we,
for our part, will devote ourselves? to prayer
and to serving the word.” What they said
pleased the whole community, and they
chose Stephen, a man full of faith and the
Holy Spirit, together with Philip, Prochorus,
Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas, and Nicolaus, a
proselyte of Antioch. They had these men
stand before the apostles, who prayed and
laid their hands on them.? The word of God
continued to spread; the number of the
disciples increased greatly in Jerusalem, and
a great many of the priests became obedient
to the faith.

Alleluia Verses

Verse 1: You have shown favour to Your land,
O Lord; You brought back the captives of
Jacob. Verse 2: Mercy and truth have met;
righteousness and peace have embraced.

1The Twelve continued to address the spiritual needs of the
community by praying and preaching while the Seven
focused on meeting its material needs by acts of service.

2 Laid their hands: A symbolic gesture of consecration and
commission (13:3; Num 27:18-23). Several considerations
suggest the Seven are the first ordained deacons of the
Church. In the Catholic and Orthodox tradition, the
diaconate is the first level of Holy Orders and conforms the
recipient to Christ the Servant.

Gospel (Mark 15:43-16:8)

At that time, Joseph of Arimathea, a
respected member of the council, who was
also himself waiting expectantly for the
kingdom of God, went boldly to Pilate and
asked for the body of Jesus. Then Pilate
wondered if he were already dead; and
summoning the centurion, he asked him
whether he had been dead for some time.
When he learned from the centurion that he
was dead, he granted the body to Joseph.
Then Joseph bought a linen cloth, and taking
down the body, wrapped it in the linen cloth,
and laid it in a tomb that had been hewn out
of the rock. He then rolled a stone against the
door of the tomb. Mary Magdalene and
Mary, the mother of Joses, saw where the
body was laid. When the Sabbath was over,
Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of
James, and Salome bought spices, so that
they might go and anoint him. And very early
on the first day of the week3, when the sun
had risen, they went to the tomb. They had
been saying to one another, “Who will roll
away the stone for us from the entrance to
the tomb?” When they looked up, they saw
that the stone, which was very large, had
already been rolled back.* As they entered
the tomb, they saw a young man, dressed in
a white robe, sitting on the right side; and
they were alarmed. But he said to them, “Do
not be alarmed; you are looking for Jesus of
Nazareth, who was crucified. He has been
raised; he is not here. Look, there is the place

3 Because Christ died so close in time to the Sabbath, the
burial customs of the Jews could not be completed.
Therefore, these faithful women went as early as possible to
complete the rites of burial.

4 The stone had been rolled away not to accommodate the
Lord’s exit from the tomb, for in His resurrected body, He
needs no such accommodation. Rather, this was to allow the
witnesses- and us- to look in and see that the tomb is empty.



they laid him. But go, tell his disciples and
Peter, that he is going ahead of you to Galilee;
there you will see him, just as he told you.”
So, they went out and fled from the tomb, for
terror and amazement had seized them; and
they said nothing to anyone, for they were
afraid.

At the dismissal, instead of Glory be to the
Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, now
and forever and ever.

After the final Amen, the Troparion Christ is risen is
sung as at the beginning of the Liturgy, but with the
addition: And to us He has granted life
eternal;* we bow down before His
resurrection on the third day.

Head of the UGCC in the 167th Week
of the War: Meeting Between the U.S.
President and President Zelensky —

A Moving Encounter at the Tomb of St.
Peter the Apostle

We witnessed how Rome — particularly the
tomb of the Apostle Peter — became the capital
of the world that day, with leaders of various
countries and hundreds of thousands of people
gathering there. This was stated by His
Beatitude Sviatoslav, Father and Head of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, in the
167th week of the great and tragic war that the
Russian aggressor is waging against the
peaceful and independent Ukrainian state.

As the Primate noted, this week will likely
go down in history asaweek of significant
events, a week in which joy intertwined with
SOITOW.

This week was marked by a historic event:
“On April 21, our dear Pope Francis passed
away. Therefore, we spent this week in prayer
for his eternal rest, remembering him as a Pope
of mercy and hope.”

“His Holiness Pope Francis,” said the Head
of the Church, “will go down in history as the
Pope who prayed for Ukraine, who, as Christ’s
vicar on earth and successor tothe Apostle
Peter, did everything in his power to stop this
war. He consistently emphasized that whenever
humanity starts a war, it always loses, because
after every war, the world ends up worse than

it was before. We entrust Pope Francis to God’s
infinite mercy.”

The spiritual leader said that he was honored
to lead the delegation of our Church at the
Pope’s funeral: “I was very glad to welcome the
delegation from Ukraine, led by President
Volodymyr Zelensky, in front of St. Peter’s
Basilica. We stood together with the Universal
Church, bidding farewell to our father.”

“The funeral of Pope Francis,” His Beatitude
Sviatoslav added, “demonstrated the
importance not only ofthe ministry of the
successor of the Apostle Peter but also of the
witness borne by the Universal Church amid the
current circumstances of human life.”

As the Head of the Church noted, it was striking
to see how the meeting between U.S. President
Donald Trump and Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelensky took place in St. Peter’s
Basilica. It was a moving encounter at the tomb
of the Apostle Peter. “We pray that the Holy
Spirit, the Spirit of the Risen Christ, will inspire
the minds and hearts of contemporary people

and leaders of nations with the spirit of peace,”
he added.

Atthe same time, His Beatitude Sviatoslav
called on all the faithful and people of goodwill
to pray for the election of the new Pope.
