EMERGENCY BASEMENT REPAIRS — Due to
water leakage into the basement, this past
week, a full wall was taken apart. We found
the cause of a serious leak: a 4-inch cast iron
pipe with a full-length longitudinal crack,
carrying waste water from the handicap
washroom to the main sewage line. Plumbers
were called in and the damaged line was
replaced with PVC pipe. However, the pipe on
the other side of the concrete wall, about 30
feet in length, is also compromised. It will
need to be re-lined. The handicap washroom
remains out of service until the pipe is
properly repaired. The estimated cost for
repair and restoration now exceeds $10,000.
Donations for “Emergency Basement
Repairs _and Restoration” are most
welcome!
